The best day awaits you along the slopes of Rincón de la 
Vieja Volcano with our Rincón de la Vieja Volcano Adventure 
Combo Tour. This volcano has been active in the past few 
years with frequent eruptions of mostly gas and steam. 

Your private driver & guide will pick you up at Pura Vida 
House. You can make a pit stop for coffee along the way. 
Upon arrival at the park, Adventure Center staff will greet 
you and help you get oriented for your activities. At the end 
of the day, your driver will return you to your lodgings  
(approx. 6:00-6:30p.m.)

Highlights of the day include a ziplining course through 
the tree canopy, with 8 cables, a Tarzan Swing, and a rock 
climbing wall, a refreshing and insanely fun guided 5 km 
river tubing trip on Río Negro, and a leisurely horseback ride 
along forest trails. You can participate in all of the activities, 
or pick and choose. You will also be treated to a delicious  
buffet lunch at Hacienda Guachipelin, with vegetarian,  
vegan and gluten-free options.

The last activity of the day is a visit to thermal hot springs, 
warmed by the volcano, consisting of ten pools of different 
temperatures for soaking in – combined with purifying mud 
baths! It feels wonderful to soak away any aches and pains, 
and experience the centuries-old practice of applying 
volcanic mud, rich with minerals, to your arms and legs (or 
wherever you want), before hopping back into a warm  
thermal pool. Showers are available before you head back  
to your lodgings. We recommend a change of clothes so  
you don’t catch a chill for the drive home.
 
Who is this tour for?
This tour is a great “sampler” for adventurers of all ages who 
want a day to remember. Degree of Difficulty: Moderate to 
harder, with general walking & trail hiking, river tubing with 
steps to climb up at the conclusion, horseback riding, ziplining. 
Note: all activities are optional and all activities are guided.

Diamante Eco Adventure Park at beautiful Playa Matapalo 
offers a day of thrill-seeking excitement with zip lining, hang-
ing bridges, private beach access with water activities, 
along with botanical gardens, an animal sanctuary, ATV 
tours, horseback riding, and more. The park also features 
stunning ocean views. After checking in at the Welcome  
Center, you will be assigned your schedule for ziplining on 
Diamante’s state-of-the-art mile-long oceanview Superman. 
Its dual lines allow you to zip next to your family and friends. 
You can also experience a 30-foot free fall Quick Jump  
Bungee, and cross a hanging bridge over crocodiles below.

The Animal Sanctuary at Diamante is one of the most  
beautiful wildlife education centers in Costa Rica. And the 
Botanical Garden boasts fruit trees, flowers and plants, along 
with a replica of a farmhouse common in the area 100 years 
ago. The Traditional House offers a guided hands-on experi-
ence with sugar cane, coffee, and chocolate. At Hammock 
Beach you can enjoy snorkeling, paddle boarding and  
kayaking. Or sit back and relax in hanging chairs and ham-
mocks. ATV tours and horseback riding are available for an  
additional fee. Note: please let your host know in advance if 
you’d like to book these popular add-ons. A buffet lunch  
at the Welcome Center is included between 11am and 3pm. 
The park closes at 4:30, at which point your driver will bring 
you back to Pura Vida House between 5:30-6:00.

Who is this tour for?
The Diamante Eco Adventure Park is perfect for groups, 
especially those who love outdoor adventures.

Enjoy a leisurely 1 hour 20 minute boat safari on the  
Tempisque River, known for its famous wetlands, which cuts 
through Palo Verde National Park. The river was traditionally 
used to float logs down to the sea, as it travels 90 miles  
before emptying into the Gulf of Nicoya. The Tempisque 
and surrounding area is an important habitat for monkeys, 
iguanas, crocodiles, anteaters, caimans, which can often be 
seen lingering along the river bank. Your certified naturalist 
guide will also help you spot scarlet macaws, herons, wood 
storks, roseate spoonbills, great egrets and anhingas, and 
more! This tour offers great opportunities, especially for bird-
ers and photographers!

Once the boat tour is complete, you will be treated to an  
authentic Costa Rican style lunch, called a casado with 
rice, beans, salad, plantains, choice of meat, and more  
(dietary restrictions can be accommodated).

After lunch you will visit the famous Guaitil Pottery  
Village, where you will witness pottery being made. Guaitil 
is a Chorotega indigenous village which is named after the 
Guaitil tree – a source of dye. Visiting Guaitil is a special expe-
rience and will feel like a step back in time. The artisans who 
live there today use the same pre-Columbian traditions and 
methods passed down to them from their Chorotega ances-
tors. At the conclusion of your day you will be returned  
to Pura Vida House at around 2:00pm.

This tour is perfect for groups who enjoy wildlife, nature  
photographers, birders and outdoor adventurers.

Explore the wonders of Rincón de la Vieja Volcano Nation-
al Park. You’ll take a two-hour moderate hike into the park, 
home to over 300 bird species and a variety of mammals, 
including monkeys, two-toed sloths, kinkajous, and  
jaguars.Your certified guide is very skilled at spotting wildlife 
and will share their knowledge of the area as you hike. Rincón 
de la Vieja Volcano has been active over the past few years, 
with eruptions of steam and gas. No need to worry though – 
you will be safe when hiking, but still be able to view volcanic 
activity including bubbling mud pots, fumaroles, and a  
mini crater!

You’ll also visit Oropendola Waterfall, just outside the park, 
where you can swim in the beautiful blue lagoon to cool off 
after your hike. You’ll enjoy a buffet lunch with options for 
vegetarians, vegans, and gluten-free diets. There are  
choices of entrees, a salad bar, dessert bar, juice, coffee & tea.

After lunch, you’ll visit the mud baths and hot springs of Río 
Negro, featuring ten pools with thermal waters heated natu-
rally by the volcano, forming pools of different temperatures. 
The river flows constantly through the pools, refilling  
them with water. The thermal hot springs, combined with 
mineral-rich volcanic mud baths are a relaxing and refresh-
ing ritual. We recommend a change of clothes so you can 
travel back in comfort. Your driver will return you to Pura Vida 
House at approximately 5:00p.m.

Our day tour to Río Celeste & Llanos de Cortés Waterfalls is 
popular with all ages. Immerse yourself in a thrilling adven-
ture through the Tenorio Volcano National Park, one of the 
most celebrated natural landmarks in Costa Rica, where you 
will marvel at Río Celeste’s divine hue of turquoise. You’ll also 
have the chance to visit a local animal sanctuary where you 
can witness sloths, frogs, and other creatures. Finally, you 
will make your way to the breathtaking Llanos de Cortés  
Waterfall, to a secluded spot where you can swim under the falls.

Your guide and driver will pick you up from Pura Vida House 
and you will make a pit stop for coffee and/or breakfast. Once 
at the park, you will enjoy a moderate 2-hour hike through 
the rainforest. The trail is about 3.5 miles in total, and does 
include a series of about 250 paved stairs, with resting spots 
along the way. 

The highlight of the hike is Río Celeste, where two streams 
merge, and the minerals from the volcano create the 
breathtaking turquoise hue. This chemical reaction is a 
phenomenon that can only be experienced at this unique 
location. After the hike, your guide will take you to another 
part of the river outside the park, where may be able swim in 
the clear blue waters and spot sloths and other wildlife. You’ll 
follow this with a hearty Costa Rican style lunch, and a visit 
to a local animal sanctuary. 

Finally, you’ll visit the majestic Llanos de Cortés Waterfall 
in Bagaces, where you can relax and take a dip underneath 
the falls or wander around admiring the local flora and fauna. 
This is a lovely end to an unforgettable day.
